Drive to Danang this morning to visit the Marble Mountains. These five hillocks, made out of
marble, were once islands and are said to represent the five elements of the universe. The largest
and most famous of these, Thuy Son, has a number of natural caves used by Buddhists over the
centuries to build sanctuaries. These same caves were used as Hindu shrines during the reign of
the Champas.

Return to Hoi An for a walking tour of this beautifully preserved historic city. The first bridge was
constructed in 1593 by the Japanese community of Hoi An to link the town with the Chinese across
the stream. Other buildings here reflect the influence of Chinese and Japanese styles.

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Day 7 HOIAN T DANANG T HO CHI MINH CITY

Transfer this morning to Danang Airport, and fly to Ho Chi Minh City (Saigon).

Day 8 HO CHI MINH CITY

Today is dedicated to recent history, both ours and the Vietnamese. Learn first-hand about the Cu
Chi Tunnels, an important underground network used by the Vietcong during the Vietnam-
American War to carry out operations. These tunnels were never discovered by American forces.

Visit the Reunification Palace, formerly the Independence Palace of the South Vietnamese
president. On April 30,1975, it was stormed by tanks signifying the fall of South Vietnam. It has
been preserved, complete with the original tanks on display near the entrance gates. Continue to
the War Remants Museum which extensively documents the
travails of the Vietham-American War. This visit will indeed be
a powerful, if not emotional, experience.

In the historic center of town, visit the Emperor of Jade Pagoda
and the neo-Romanesque Notre Dame Cathedral. Pass by
classic European-style landmarks including the Hotel de Ville
(City Hall) and Opera House. Arrive at Ben Thanh Market,
where a vast array of goods and handicrafts are displayed.
