Day 1    DEPART for CAPE TOWN, S. AFRICA 

Depart from your hometown today to begin your South African adventure.  

 

Day 2    ARRIVE CAPE TOWN  

Arrive at Cape Town International Airport.  After clearing Immigration and Customs, our local 
representative will be on hand to welcome you and transfer you to your accommodations located in 
the center of the city.

Day 3    CAPE TOWN  

Your introduction to the ‘Mother City’ begins at the lower cableway station on the slopes of Table  
Mountain.  Weather permitting, ascend the mountain by aerial cable car to witness the view of the 
city from a height of 1,067 meters.  This is the prime vantage point from where one can see Table  
Bay below as well as Robben Island, the Atlantic Seaboard and most of the spectacular Cape 
Peninsula.  
 
Continue to the top of Government Avenue and stroll down to the National Gallery and South 
Africa Museum.  From here you are able to view the Houses of Parliament.  Proceed to City Hall, 
and stop for a visit at the Castle.  Enter the Victoria & Alfred (V&A) Waterfront, a bustling area 
complete with shops, pubs, restaurants and entertainment.   
 

After lunch, depart on the ferry to Robben Island where ex-prisoners act as tour guides on a 
walking and driving tour of this political prison where Nelson Mandela was jailed for 19 years. 
 
Return to the hotel, and this evening enjoy dinner at a private home.      CAPE GRACE HOTEL 

 

 
Day 4    CAPE TOWN & CAPE POINT 

Today’s full-day excursion covers extensive ground beginning with the 
exclusive suburbs of Sea Point, Clifton and Camps Bay.  Continue via 
Llandudno to the fishing harbour of Hout Bay.  After a visit to Hout Bay 
Harbour, travel along the spectacular Chapman’s Peak Drive to 
Kommetjie and enter the Cape Point Nature Reserve.  Here you will be 
taken to the best vantage point to view what is erroneously said to be the 
meeting place of two mighty oceans. Enjoy lunch at a restaurant, 
situated in the Cape of Good Hope Reserve. 
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Day 4 – cont.   CAPE TOWN & CAPE POINT 

After lunch, visit an African penguin colony, the Naval hamlet of Simon’s Town and then continue 
via Fish Hoek and Kalk Bay to Muizenberg. In the early afternoon visit the famous Kirstenbosch 
Botanical Gardens. Return to the city via Rhodes Drive, which takes you through the plush suburbs 
of Bishopscourt, Claremont and Newlands.  Arrive at the hotel in the late afternoon.

Day 5    CAPE TOWN – STELLENBOSCH 

After breakfast depart overland, visiting the Afrikaans Taal Monument on the outskirts of Paarl. 
Nearby is the Victor Verster Prison from which Nelson Mandela was released from detention.  
 
Continue via the scenic Helshoogte Pass (Hell’s Height) to Stellenbosch and the winelands area of 
South Africa.  In addition to a balmy climate amidst a magnificent backdrop of ocean and mountain, 
Stellenbosch also boasts a rich cultural heritage as evidenced by museums, art galleries, theatres 
and historic landmarks.  Enjoy lunch here, followed by a visit to the Rupert Museum. 
 
Continue to the luxurious Relais & Chateaux hotel, where a wine tasting with canapes will give you 
a special welcome and introduction to the grapes cultivated in these vineyards.

Day 6    STELLENBOSCH    

February tour:  Franschhoek & Winelands 
Enjoy an excursion today into the winelands country, arriving in the 
17th century town of Franschhoek to visit the museum and memorial to 
the French Huguenots. Retaining its French Huguenot style, this 
charming town is also known as the Gourmet Capital of South Africa, 
and the artistry of its chefs and winemakers complements the 
breathtaking beauty of its setting.  The day would not be complete 
without stopping at one of the many fine wine estates in the region for 
a quality wine tasting.  After lunch, return to Stellenbosch where the 
remainder of the day is at leisure.         
 
October and November tours: Hermanus & Whale watching 
Explore the scenic region of unparalleled beauty surrounding Hermanus, taking in one of nature’s 
own phenomenon: the migration of whales.  Southern Right Whales travel the South African 
coastline from May to December.  They are conservation dependent, numbering approximately 
3,000 at present.  On today’s boating excursion, enjoy searching for these beautiful creatures in 
the sheltered bays and coves along the coast.
