Depart your hometown city on your independent flight to Seoul, Korea.

Sat, Oct. 30 Seoul, Korea

Arrive today in Seoul, a vibrant metropolis on the Han River; full of treasures and offering
the legacy of a rich past. The city is among the ten largest cities in the world and was
founded in 1392 by the first King of the Yi Dynasty. The city retains three gates of the
ancient wall and three Imperial Palaces.

Your driver will be waiting for you as you exit Customs & Immigrations to transfer you to
our hotel. This evening meet your traveling companions and Lakani Tour Directors at a
welcome cocktail reception and dinner party.

Sun, Oct. 31 Seoul, Korea

Our morning excursion brings us to the
Demilitarized Zone (DMZ), a strip of land running

across the Korean Peninsula that serves as a

buffer zone between North and South Korea.

Since 1974, the South has discovered four tunnels

crossing the DMZ dug by North Korea. We 6 | | visit
the third infiltration tunnel, which is about 5,200 ft

long and about 490 ft below ground.

Return to the city for lunch and in the afternoon
explore Gyeongbok Palace, built in 1395 by King
Taejo, founder of the Yi dynasty. The palace is
well preserved and the gardens are beautifully landscaped. Within the palace grounds is
the National Folklore Museum, a treasure house of exhibits including the royal jewels,
many old paintings, celadons of the Koryo dynasty and images of Buddha dating back
1,000 years or more. Afterwards, spend some time wandering through Insadong Alley,
the most colorful bazaar in Korea. Hotel Shilla

Mon, Nov. 01 Danang & Hoi An, Vietnam

This morning board your Private Executive Jet, bound for Vietham. Arrive in Danang
and transfer to Hoi An, a picturesque riverside town located south of Danang which was
one of Southeast Asiads maj o"18% and BOf ceturiésonal port

Arrive Hoi An late this afternoon and check into your luxurious villa situated within 85
acres of tropical, landscaped gardens overlooking the South China Sea.

Tue, Nov. 02 Danang & Hoi An, Vietham

Drive to Danang, the third largest city in Vietnam and the economic hub of Central
Vietnam. Visit the city's highlights, including the Cham Museum, founded in 1915 by the
Ecole Francaise d'Extreme Orient. This open-air collection of Cham sculpture is the
finest in the world and includes some striking statues from this ancient civilization.
Continue to the Marble Mountains, five marble hills rising abruptly from the surrounding
countryside. Each is said to represent one of the five elements of the universe. The
largest and most famous, Thuy Son, has a number of natural caves which have served
variously as Hindu and Buddhist sanctuaries over the centuries.

This afternoon explore the old town of Hoi An; this beautifully preserved historic city was
declared a World Heritage Site by UNESCO and is best seen on foot. During our
walking tour, visit the Japanese Covered Bridge Pagoda. The first bridge was
constructed in 1593 by the Japanese community of Hoi An to link the town with the
Chinese across the stream. The Tran Family Chapel and Phuoc Kien Assembly Hall
reflect the influence of Chinese and Japanese styles. Hoi An is also known for their silk
lanterns and we will have the opportunity to visit a lantern-making workshop.

Wed, Nov. 03 Hoi An & My Son, Vietham

This morning visit the capital and religious centre of
the former Champa Kingdom, My Son. Here, 25 miles
southwest of Hoi An, in a lush green valley, are
dozens of red brick towers and sanctuaries dating from
between the 7th and 13" centuries. On the way back
to Hoi An stop to visit Tra Kieu, formerly known as
Simhapura or the Lion Citadel, the capital of Champa
between the 4th and 8th centuries. Return to Hoi An in
time for lunch.

The ancient town of Hoi An has its own cuisine flavor characteristics and later today we
arei nvited to | oi n chefs®leartheldaciets & Widrmmeseocpisine.
Travel by boat to local markets to gather the ingredients, and then return to Brothers
Cafe Restaurant for a cooking demonstration class followed by dinner.

Thu, Nov. 04 Kota Kinabalu, Borneo, Malaysia

This morning we fly by Private Jet to the island of Borneo. Arrive in Kota Kinabalu,
capital of the state of Sabah on the Malaysian side. Urban allure meets rural charm as
we set off to discover Sabah, starting with a scenic drive through the city, formerly
known as "Singgahmata" or "the Place where the Eye Lingers". We 6l | see t
of the city center, suchasthei FIl oat i ngo Mosque, Puh Toh
Sabah Museum & Heritage Village that reveals the historical and cultural aspects of the
indigenous people in Sabah.

Check in to our beachside resort this afternoon. Before dinner this evening, enjoy a
sunset cocktail cruise along the beautiful coast fronting our hotel.

Brunei is
ruled by an absolute monarch, Sultan Muda Hasanal Bolkiah Muizzaddin Waddaulah.
Drive by the Omar Ali Mosque and visit the Jame Mosque, the largest mosque in Brunei
with 29 gold domes. Take a boat ride to the Water village Cultural Center and visit the
Royal Regalia, home to a collection of royal regalia, including the royal chariot, gold and
silver ceremonial armory, the jewel encrusted crowns used during the coronation and a
replica of the throne, which is used by the Sultan on state occasions. After lunch at a
local restaurant, re-board our jet and continue our flight to Northern Thailand.

Arrive in Chiang Mai, the largest and most culturally significant city in Northern Thailand.
Transfer to our hotel where you can surround yourself with the rich heritage of the Lanna
Kingdom. Spread over 60 acres of natural landscape, our hotel offers a self contained
world of beauty, incorporating serene working rice paddy fields and exotic plantations.

The
sound of temple bells fills the air and the view overlooking the
city makes an irresistible photo opportunity.

This evening see the center of Chiang Mai come alive with its
massive Night Bazaar.

One of the
highlights of your visit is to watch the elephants taking
their morning bath in the running streams before starting
their days training and work. Along with their trainers the
elephants will demonstrate a number of skills for you,

Continue on to the Orchid Nursery and learn
about the cultivation of these beautiful plants.
After lunch at a local restaurant, return to the
hotel for a leisure afternoon.

Also visit Wat Phra Thad Doi
Kong Moo, a hilltop temple offering a panoramic view of the beautiful
surrounding mountains and valleys before re-boarding our Private Jet,
bound for Laos.

Arrive in Luang Prabang, the former royal capital of Laos, late this afternoon and transfer
to our hotel, where luxurious accommodations await.

Wed, Nov. 10 Luang Prabang, Laos

Set between the Nam Khan and Mekong Rivers, Luang Prabang is enchanting. In 1995,
the entire town was declared a UNESCO World Heritage site. Start exploring the area
with a visit to Wat Visoun. The oldest living temple in Luang Prabang, it dates back to
1513 and contains a collection of antique wooden Buddhas. Visit several temples,
including the exquisite Wat Xieng Thong with its many mosaic and gold-stenciled
murals. Continue to the National Museum which combines traditional Lao and French
beaux-arts motifs.

This evening attend the Royal Ballet Theater at the Royal Palace for a performance of
five traditional ballets, each a different episode of Ramayana. Amantaka Resort

Todayods boat excursion takes you to the Tham P
Mekong River, discover these extraordinary caves filled with images of Buddha from

every style and material imaginable. Stop at a local village famous for its production of

the local rice wine whisky, lao lao.

In the evening, attend a traditional Baci ceremony. The Baci ceremony pre-dates the
arrival of Buddhism in Laos (8th century) and is considered the most respectful form of
welcome. During the ceremony, selected individuals tie strings around their wrist
believing the strings will protect the wearer. It is suggested the strings must not be
removed for at least three days. The ceremony is highlighted by the accompaniment of
music and traditional dance.
